Art. 1 

For the academic year 2007-2008, DIAR department of the “Sapienza” University of Rome issue a II Level 

Master in Lighting Design for a maximum of 35 participants (included foreign participants without limit of 

number). The Master cannot be activated for a number of enrolled under to 12. 

The MLD Master aims to provide highly qualified specialists in project management and in lighting design, 

combining the competences of architect, designer and engineer. 

The MLD Master answers to the current needs of a more technical lighting and to the demand from part of the 

Public Administration. Therefore, it provides professionals who are capable of managing and evaluating 

lighting projects. 

From a didactic point of view, the MLD Master aims to create collaborative bonds with Italian and foreign 

Universities, industries and companies, and to promote research and collaborations leading to a 

methodological and technical innovation. 

Art.2 

Entrance to the Master is allow to the holders of five year degree achieved according to the old educational 

system or to the holders of specialist degree without limitation of the faculty membership, from Italian 

University or foreigners of whom the degree is legally equivalent. 

INCOMPATIBILITY 

The Master is incompatible with other course of study except to Higher Education courses.

FOREIGN STUDENTS ENTRANCE 

Can access the master students in possession of academic qualifications released by foreign University, 

preventively recognized valid from the Didactic Scientific Council of the Master only for the admission in the 

course and/or in ambit of inter-university agreement of cooperation and mobility. 

For students who are not aware of the Italian language is provided a service of simultaneous 

translation italian-english/english-italian, during the 12 months of teaching, middle and final tests of 

the master. 

Bibliography, any notes and teaching materials will be provided to subscribers exclusively in Italian. 

ATTENDANCE OF EUROPEAN COMMUNITY CITIZENS ANYWHERE RESIDENTS, ITALIAN CITIZENS IN 

POSSESSION OF QUALIFICATION OF STUDY ACHIEVED ABROAD AND NOT COMMUNITY CITIZENS 

HAVE REGULARLY RESIDENCE IN ITALY 

The European Community citizens applicants anywhere residents, the Italian citizens in possession of 

qualification of study regularly achieved abroad and the not Community citizens have regularly residence in 

Italy, have to be address the admission application form directly to University (pointed out in the notice) 

attaching the achieved diploma, with official translation in Italian language provided of legalization and of 

declaration of value released edited by the Italian Representation in the country in which the applicant has 

achieved the title. The declaration of value has to bring the level of the achieved degree (degree of I or II 

level) and indicate at what level (first or second) want to enter. The office of the Master cannot print 

any payment form and the master title if is missing the declaration of value. 

ATTENDANCE OF NOT EUROPEAN COMMUNITY CITIZENS RESIDENT ABROAD 

Not Community participants residents abroad can apply for the Master only if they have preventively 

submitted, the application for enrollment and the diploma achieved to the Italian Diplomatic Representations in 

the foreign countries, which provide to send it to the University. The office of the Master cannot print anypayment form and the master title if is missing the declaration of value. 

Art.3 

The admission application form has to be addressed to the Director of the Master and handed to the Secretary 

of the Dipartimento DIAR, v. Flaminia 359 or send by fax to the number 06-32101250. 

The application will be filled in on plain paper using the standard application form and curriculum vitae has to 

be attached. 

Relevant diplomatic authority or Italian Consulate must previously endorse academic qualifications awarded 

abroad, according to the relevant norms (translated, authenticated or legalized and supplied with a declaration 

of equivalence). 

The application for admission has to be handed or sent by fax before 1pm from the 13th to the 31 of March 

2008 

REGISTRATION ON THE INFORMATICS SYSTEM 

All those people that will apply the application for enrolment to the master will preventively have to register to 

the informatics system of the University of Studies of Rome "La Sapienza" following the instructions on the 

page www.infostud.uniroma1.it. 

At the end of the registration the system will release a student number that must be inserts in the 

master application form. 

N.B. If the participant has already been student to "La Sapienza" he doesn't have to register him, because 

already has a student number, that will have to insert in the master application form.

The submission of the application form depends on the payment of a tax of € 30,00 plus the revenue stamp of€ 14.62, virtually settled, to bank to any branch of the Banca di Roma on the national territory within the due 

date of the notice. 

The aforesaid payment, in total equal to € 44.62, can also be paid online, through credit card (see 

www.bancadiroma.it, to the item "payment university taxes"). 

To make the payment it is necessary to exclusively use the form personalized printing it through the online 

informative system of Ateneo, according to the instructions brought on the site www.infostud.uniroma1.it, to 

the item "TASSE" - PROVA DI ACCESSO/ORIENTAMENTO 

and entering the Master course code: 05230. The receipt of payment must be attached to the application 

form. 

SUBSCRIPTION PAYMENT REFUND 

The registration fee may be refunded only in the case of non-activation of Master course. 

TRANSFER 

It is absolutely forbidden to pass / transfer from a Master course to another Master course. 

SUBSCRIPTION FEE 

The individual registration fee is set at € 6.264,00 and is inclusive of the fee that remains acquired the 

university budget. 

This fee includes didactic material and excludes the costs of transfer and sustenance during the internship. 

The application fee must be paid in one rate no later than 09-05-2008. 

SCHOLARSHIPS 

To the sense of the resolution of the Academic Senate of 25 September 2007 is expected to be given income 

scholarships (means scholarships given on the basis of the scores of admission) to the most deserving 

students through partial reimbursement of the registration fee. In case of equal merit prevail student with the 

most disadvantage economic conditions. 

ENROLLMENT FEES PAYMENT INSTRUCTIONS 

People admitted to the Master will have to make the payment of the enrolment fee exclusively using the form 

of payment downloadable from the web site www.infostud.uniroma1.it, to the item “TASSE”, 

IMMATRICOLAZIONE MASTER after having inserted the course of study code: 05230. 

The payment must exclusively banked in a whatever branch of the Banca di Roma situated on the whole 

national territory and can be paid: 

-cash; 

- with bank check, of amount exactly correspondent to the fee to be paid related in the notice, headed in 

myself name and opportunely endorsed, if the successful applicant is Banca di Roma current account holder 

or an any other bank situated on the national territory; 

-with bank check, of amount exactly correspondent to the fee to be paid related in the notice, issued by a third 

person current account holder to an any bank, for the benefit of the successful applicant. 

The payment can also be made on line, through credit card (see www.bancadiroma.it, to the item "payment 

university taxes") 

ADDITIONAL TAX FOR DELAY OF PAYMENT 

The missed respect of the terms of payment will determine the application of the additional tax of delayed 

payment in the measure of € 55,00 for every single instalment. 

If the payment is made after 60 days from the expiration date scheduled, the fine will amount to € 110.00. 

The payment form includes the fine and will be authorize by the Director of the Master, written and sent to the 

same. 

Students who have not made the fee payment within the time limit, will not be allowed to attend 

teaching until further registration. 

FINAL EXAM FEE 

The student admitted to the final exam must pay in advance the amount of € 66.00 corresponding to the fee 

for the final exam. 

Art.4. 

Admission to the Master is conditional to an interview and to a consideration of the curriculum vitae. 

In the interview, different methodological and cultural issues about light and architectural design will be 

discussed. 

ADMISSION WITH RESERVE 

Those people who have not graduated during the work out of the test or of the qualifications evaluation yet will 

be admitted "with reserve" and they will be kept to communicate in time, to penalty forfeiture, the attainment of 

the qualification that has to definitively happen within the winter session of the academic year 2006/2007 and 

in every case not over March 31st 2008. 

The ones who are “with reserve” are not allowed to participate at granting income scholarships 

(scholarships conferred on the basis of the scores of admission). 

The interview will take place, at the Dipartimento DIAR dell’ Universitΰ “La Sapienza”, V. Flaminia, 359. on 0204-

2008 at 9:30am. 

The results will be displayed in date 03-04-2008 at the Department mentioned above. 

Art.5 

The tuition of the Master MLD spreads in 12 months: 12 full weeks, one week a month, starting on the 7 th of 

April 2008. 

The Master course includes 537 hours of didactic activity, consisting of tuition, workshops and other forms of 

guided study. The sum of these activities, together with personal study and individual preparation, correspond 

to a total of 1500 hours, equivalent to 60 university creditsof wich 17 credits are added at the completion of the 

final report and work experience. 

The course is divided into two semesters, which at the same time constitute two didactic sections; the first 

(425 hours corresponding to 17 credits) is dedicated to the fundamental modules and to rules and regulations, 

the second (650 hours corresponding to 26 credits) is dedicated to specialist modules, including both personal 

and tutor assisted study. 

A written exam based on the fundamental modules is due at the end of the first semester. 

At the completion of the second semester, an assessment based on the attendance and on the workshop 

result is foreseen. After this each student will be assigned the subject of the final report. Students following the 

MLD Master course must successfully complete at least 70% of attendance of the total hours in order to be 

eligible for the awarding of the Master Diploma. 

After two semesters 300 hours dedicated to work experience and internships in various specialised and 

qualified companies and design centres are foreseen. 12 credits are associated to this activity and other 5 

credits will be associated to the final report. 

The work experience is an essential part of the course of every student and will be chosen according to the 

educational goals of the Master course and to the subject of the MLD report. 

All the above mentioned activities correspond to 60 formative credits. 

The final assessment is composed of all the intermediate assessments concerning exams, results obtained 

during the workshops and the final report. This one can only be handed in by students whose attendance level 

is not less than 70% of the hours foreseen in the didactic programme. If the final result will not be successful, 

the candidate will be made aware of the academic debt accumulated and will be given the opportunity to hand 

in the work considered not fair, submitting it again within 60 days. 

The Scientific Council of the Master defines the didactic programme of every academic year, reserving the 

right to modify this programme according scientific and industrial research and professional demand. 

The Master MLD it develops according to the following calendar: 

7-12 Aprile 2008 Fundamental principles of lighting engineering, colour and visual perception 

12-17 maggio 2008 Electric installations 

9-14 Giugno 2008 Source of light 

14-19 Luglio 2008 Natural light 

22-27 Settembre 2008 The design of lighting system hardware, light fittings and supports. 

20-25 Ottobre 2008 Software for the calculation of lighting engineering and the rendering 

17-22 Novembre 2008 Light for the habitat: place of residence, the hotel, the office 

15-20 Dicembre 2008 Light in the commercial spaces 

19-24 Gennaio 2009 Light in the showrooms 

19-24 Gennaio 2009 Urban lighting 

16-21 Marzo 2009 Illumination of monuments 

6-11 Aprile 2009 Light for the show business 

It is foreseen the publication of the best Master reports in the scientific notebooks and in the Master MLD 

website. 

Art. 6 

The content of the course, (see Art.5), is articulated into two sections, each one representing a didactic 

module. 

The first section (7 credits- 425 hours inclusive of lessons and lectures, exercises and workshops) includes 

four fundamental modules ( photometry, natural light, artificial light sources, lighting devices) and seven 

advanced modules (ergonomics and light comfort in the built environment, psychology and perception of light 

and colour, lighting design and industrial design, the awareness of light in artistic practice, lighting design in 

architecture, techniques of graphic representation and calculation methods, rules and regulations and funding 

procedures). 

For the second section (26 credits - 650 hours inclusive of lessons and seminars, exercises and workshops) 

six specialist modules are foreseen, five of which concerned with design workshops (urban illumination, 

illumination of monuments, scenic illumination, illumination of exhibition and museum spaces, illumination of 

commercial spaces, electric wiring and safety, design and regulation of automatic systems). 

Other 17 credits are associated to he internship (300 hours) and to the final reports (125 hours). 

Art. 7 

The Master in Lighting Design Diploma qualification is issued by the University “La Sapienza”. 

Art. 8 

In order to get the MLD Master qualification, a discussion on the final report and a final assessment of the 

work undertaken are foreseen as a conclusion of all the didactic activity and work experience. 

17 credits are associated to the final report and work experience programme. 

The Master diploma is issued after considering the assessment of the reports done during the workshops and 

the completion of the final thesis. If the final result will not be successful, the candidate will be made aware of 

the academic debt accumulated and will be given the opportunity to hand in the work considered not fair, 

submitting it again within 60 days.
